Installing the Driver

Beginning with the Solaris 7 5/99 release, Sun HSI/P device drivers were included

on the Software Supplement for the Solaris Operating Environment CD. This

inclusion ensures that the current driver is compatible with the current operating

environment, allowing you to update drivers along with your operating

environment. Therefore, if your system is running, or if you are installing Solaris 7

5/99 or a subsequent compatible release, install the Sun HSI/P device driver from

the Software Supplement CD. Refer to the Solaris Sun Hardware Platform Guide for

more information.

If your system is running a Solaris release earlier than the Solaris 7 5/99 release,

install the drivers included on the Sun HSI/P product CD packaged with this card.
